use concrete sensory details.
help the reader see why the selected event or experience is memorable.
create a multiple-paragraph composition with an introductory paragraph, supporting
paragraphs, and a concluding paragraph.
demonstrate grade-level appropriate sentence structure, grammar, punctuation,
capitalization, and spelling.
use fluid and legible cursive or joined italic.
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
