


can be credited with the same apportionment or days of attendance, credit for different amounts
and types of completed assignments.

Teachers assign work based on the student’s ability level and Individual Learning Plan (courses
needed to fulfill graduation requirements). No attendance credit for any given school day may be
claimed unless the student has completed an amount of work for that day that is sufficient, in the
teacher’s judgement to constitute at least the minimum day applicable to that student (Independ-
ent Study Operations Manual). Students in K-12 classes, including county community schools,
earn full time attendance for a 4-hour day or 4 courses. Therefore, if a student completes 2/3 of

the assigned work (or 20 credits per semester), they can earn full attendance based on the super-
vising teacher’s professional judgement.

e Example One:

e A. Student is assigned one 5.0 credit courses to be completed in 3 weeks but takes 4
weeks to complete. Full attendance credit is earned as student completed more than
minimum day requirements.

e B: Student only completes half of the assigned work after 4 weeks (at the end of the re-

porting period. Teacher judgement on attendance credit based on student’s ability and
quality of work completed.

e Example Two:

e C: Student is assigned two 5.0 credit courses to be completed in 6 weeks, but only com-
pletes 2/3 of the expected work at the end of the reporting period. Full attendance is
awarded as at least the minimum day requirement was satisfied.

e D: Ifless is completed, attendance credit is awarded based on teacher judgement of stu-
dent ability and quality of work completed.

e Example Three:

e [E: Student is assigned one 5.0 credit course and 1/3 of another to be completed by the
end of the four weeks (reporting period). Student completes 3 weeks of assignments  (
¥a) of assignment. Full attendance credit can be awarded based on teacher judgement.

e [: Ifless that 70% of work is completed to teacher’s satisfaction, teacher must make a
determination of attendance credit.

e G: No work completed.
