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high school responsibilities.

Student must show the ability, desire and motivation to
profit from such instruction.

Students will be responsible for their own transportation.

College level credit will be converted to high school
credit as follows: 3 1/3 semester periods of credit for
each 1 collegiate hour of credit (California
Administrative Code V, Section 1630), not to exceed 5.0
high school credits per semester. *

After consultation with department(s) affected, each high
school will be responsible for determining which courses
shall be accepted and whether or not the credit earned
shall be applied toward requirements, electives, or a
combination of both. ¢

Grades earned in collegiate courses will be equal to
college prep grade points. Only collegiate courses
approved by the Director of Instruction will carry
enhanced grade point values. 7

If a course is offered at the high school site, students will
not be given approval fo enroll in the same course in
college for high school credit. Exceptions may be
granted by the school site administration if the student
has an “impacted” schedule. The nature and severity of
course conflicts will be the foundation of this decision. ®

Any college course taken for high school credit to meet a
subject graduation requirement must meet the Kern High
School District Board-adopted content standards for that
discipline. ° ’

A student may take a maximum of one college course per
semester for high school credit (maximum of 5.0 high
school credits). This limitation does not apply to courses
taken for college credit. '

The Kern High School District Board of Trustees must
approve all students concurrently enrolled in higher
education, "’

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Community Colleges and Collegiate Institutions:

A student may earn either high school credit or college
credit for a course taken concurrently at a community
college or university. A student may not earn both high
school and college credit for the same course.'



COMMUNITY SCHOOL CREDITS

Prior to any credits being posted an Administrator must review and sign the Classroom Credit Report or
Master Agreement before any credits will be posted.

The Data Clerks will initial, date and put the site name on the top left of the Classroom Credit Report or
Master Agreement and fax with a cover sheet listing the permanent ID number of each students’
Classroom Credit Report or Master Agreement included in the fax transmission to the Posting Data Clerk
to post.

At the end of each reporting period the Posting Data Clerk will run a report and make sure she received a
Classroom Credit Report and/or Master Agreement for any “daily drops” during that period.

At the end of each Semester and Master Agreement Period the Posting Data Clerk will run a report and
check off each Classroom Credit Report and/or Master Agreement to ensure she has received one for
every student.

Credits will be posted in the Site the student earned the credits. Once credits are posted and checked, the
Posting Data Clerk will put a notation (flag) and date in 4eries denoting that credits are entered and
current thru that date. In addition, the Posting Data Clerk will fax the original cover sheet listing the
permanent ID numbers of each student back to originating site indicating the credits have been posted
once she has completed this task.

The Posting Data Clerk will print a current transcript and attach it to the copy of the Classroom Credit
Report or Master Agreement and file both in her office. As the student continues to receive credits the
file will be updated. Files will be kept permanently.

Any questions or discrepancies will be directed to Data Clerks first and Administrators second.

In the first six to twelve months there will be numerous requests for previous credit reports to verify

credits. It will be necessary for the Data Clerks to make it a priority to help the Posting Data Clerk with
any requests she may have.
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
