Course Value: *One Semester

Credit Value: 1 -5

This course will focus on the visual arts
strand of the California State Content
Standards and will include at least one
concept from each of the five components
of the visual arts strand. Under the direct
instruction of the Fine Arts teacher,
students, based upon grade-level
appropriateness, will 1) process sensory
information unique to the arts, 2) produce
works of visual arts, 3) understand and
appreciate the visual arts and 4) analyze and
make judgments in the visual arts.
