5. Students simplify expressions before solving linear
equations and inequalities in one variable (4.0).

6. Students graph a linear equation and compute
the x- and y- intercepts (6.0).

7. Students verify that a point lies on a line, given an
equation of the line (7.0).

8. Students understand the concepts of parallel lines
and how their slopes are related (8.0).
