War |1 (11-9).

6. Students analyze federal civil rights and voting rights
developments (11-10).

7. Students analyze the major social problems and domestic
policy issues in contemporary American society (11-11).

Course Value: *One Semester

Credit Value: 1-5

Although based on the Grade 11 United
States History and Geography Standards,
this course will be more rigorous than the
general high school curriculum.

This course will focus on the history and
geography of the United States from the
period of World War I to contemporary
American society. Students will understand
the emergence and impact of new
technology and a corporate economy,
including the social and cultural effects.
They will also study the movement towards
equal rights for racial minorities and
women, the role of the U.S. as a world
power as well as the major social problems
of our time in light of the major historical
events that caused them. Students will learn
that the U.S. has served as a model for other
nations and that the rights and freedoms we
enjoy are not accidents, but the results of a
defined set or political principles.

In addition to the U.S. History and
Geography content standards for grades 9-
12, students will have opportunities to
demonstrate the 9-12 social science
intellectual, reasoning, reflection and
research skills.
