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GOALS AND PHILOSOPHY

Edison School District’s GATE Program has been designed to provide special enrichment and extended learning for students who have demonstrated exceptional abilities and whose educational needs may not be fully met without modifications of the regular education program.  Furthermore, Edison School District is committed to increasing the participation of traditionally under-represented students, learning and physically disabled, limited English speaking, culturally different, and disadvantaged populations.  Students participating in the GATE Program should and will have access to persons, experiences, relationships, materials, and ideas for expanding their awareness.

It is the goal of the GATE Program to provide educational opportunities which challenge and involve the student while maintaining maximum identify with the regular program.  GATE classes provide enrichment as opposed to mere acceleration.  Acceleration that occurs does so because of students’ abilities to process information, not because of a forced curriculum.  The emphasis is on in-depth exploration.
GATE courses are qualitatively different, not quantitatively different.  In other words, students in GATE classes do “different” work, not merely “more” work.  For example:
· Independent projects which allow a variety of ways to study a topic

· Long term assignments

· Oral work including oral reports which teach part of the class curriculum

· Team problem-solving projects

· More student responsibility such as research assignments (as opposed to term papers)

Using the above techniques allows GATE students a forum where their unique talents and abilities can be encouraged.  Specifically, a faster pace in response to student interests and abilities; in-depth investigation of material; more student responsibility for learning/teaching situations; more independent work such as projects, reports, and activities; greater variety of learning options; and emphasis on high level thinking skills, divergent thinking, and problem solving.

MAJOR CATEGORIES OF GIFTED AND TALENTED IDENTIFICATION

Students who are identified as gifted and/or talented exhibit excellence or the capacity for excellence far beyond that of their chronological peers.  They require differentiated educational programs and/or services beyond those normally provided by the regular school program in order to realize their abilities.  Students whose extraordinary abilities fall into one or more of the categories below may be considered for gifted and talented education identification.  Some or all of these categories may be used in identifying gifted and talented students.

1. Intellectual Ability

Possible indicators:
a. Individual achievement test results indicating a high level of performance

b. Superior abstract reasoning ability

c. Superior vocabulary

d. Indication of potential for advanced academic performance

e. Accelerated rate of learning new tasks

f. Developmental potential

g. Analysis of an individually administered intelligence test which indicates superior abilities

h. Analysis of an ability test which indicates superior cognitive abilities

2. High Achievement

Possible Indicators:
a. Several consecutive years of advanced achievement in multiple academic areas

b. A significantly high grade point average for several consecutive years in multiple areas

c. Results of an individually or group administered ability test which indicates performance at least two years above current grade level in multiple areas

d. Recommendations from teachers or other professionals documenting the student’s abilities
3. Specific Academic Ability

Possible Indicators:
a. Evidence of at least two years of advanced achievement in one of the specific academic core subjects.

b. The results of individually or group administered ability tests which indicate or predict performance above the grade level peers in the specific core subject area.
4. Performing and Visual Arts Ability

We will use the Renzuli/Hartman Scale for Rating Behavior Characteristics of Superior Students (2004) to assess ability in this area.
5. Creative Ability

We will use the Renzuli/Hartman Scale for Rating Behavior Characteristics of Superior Students (2004) to assess ability in this area..

6. Leadership

We will use the Renzuli/Hartman Scale for Rating Behavior Characteristics of Superior Students (2004) to assess ability in this area.
GATE IDENTIFICATION FOR ESD
The following criteria will be used to identify GATE students with high intellectual ability or high academic achievement.  Identification of qualified GATE students will be accomplished using at least one of the following criteria:

1. Students who score Proficient or Advanced in Reading, Language Arts, or Math on the STAR (CST) Testing done in the year prior to identification.
2. Students who have District Benchmark Scores of Proficient or Advanced in Language Arts, Reading, Math, or Technology.
There will also be an alternative way to be identified as a GATE student with high intellectual ability or high academic achievement.  Students may be nominated for possible GATE identification by parent, self, other students, or staff if the students do not meet the above criteria.  The Director of Special Programs, after appropriate criteria (as defined below) is collected, must also approve these students.  Alternate methods for GATE Identification are:
1. Perusal of cum file indicating standardized test scores from second grade or higher would have qualified for current placement using criteria 1 or 2 above.
2. A nationally recognized standardized aptitude or achievement test may be used with the same criteria as identified in 1 or 2 above for GATE identification.  At the school site, the Otis-Lennon School Abilities Test (OLSAT) or the Renzuli/Hartman Scale may be administered by a qualified staff member as a possible source of standardized test scores.
3. Teacher recommendation from at least three educators (using the following Teacher Recommendation Form of GATE characteristics) with each indicating the student has very strong characteristics of being a gifted learner (at least 70% of the responses in the right hand column on the form).

GATE DOCUMENTATION

Once a student has been identified as GATE using one of the criteria listed above, notification needs to be made in writing to parents so that they can choose to exclude their student GATE classes, if so desired.  Documentation of which criteria was met in order to qualify the student as GATE, along with supporting evidence as defined by the criteria, should also be place in the student cum file on initial identification.  Students who have been identified as “GATE” will maintain that status, whether or not they participate in the GATE classes available to them.
TRANSFER STUDENTS

Transfer students may be admitted into the Edison School District’s GATE Program without being re-tested if records are received from their former district showing that he or she had been previously certified using eligibility criteria compatible with ours.  If the student did not qualify by standards compatible with ours, he or she will have to be re-tested for our District’s standards.

GATE BUDGET

A committee composed of the site principals and the Director of Special Programs or his/her appointee will allocate the budget for GATE expenses based upon the number of students served and needs of the individual program specified in the School Site Plan.  The School Site Council, using state guidelines for GATE programs, will determine how the specified funds are spent at each site.
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SITE GATE PROGRAMS

Elementary School Program

The elementary school will tailor its site GATE Program year-to-year based on one or more of the following models:
1. Grade level cluster groups

2. Before or after-school enrichment programs

3. Independent Study contracts

4. Multi-grade level cluster groups

5. Accelerated instruction

6. Differentiated instruction

Edison Middle School Program
All 5th and 6th grade teachers will be responsible for differentiating the Language Arts and Math curriculum for the GATE students in their heterogeneous classrooms.  Edison Middle School offers both 7th and 8th grade Science and Language Arts GATE Classes.  Pre-algebra and algebra are offered in Math at both the 7th and 8th grades.
GATE Enrichment is also offered in the areas of Visual and Performing Arts and Technology during the regular school day and after school through the ASES Program.
