CALL TO ARTISTS:  ARTINI
Submissions Due: August 14, 2008

The Arts Council of Kern is proud to present, “Artini” a martini-inspired art event and martini bartender competition. This event will be at the Petroleum Club on Sept. 5, 2008 at 7pm. All art must be martini, or martini culture, inspired. The exhibit is open to all original visual media (including sculpture, painting, photography, drawing, textile, etc.) with a $15 entrance fee per work, with maximum of three (3) works total. Cash prizes will be awarded in various categories. Due to the subject matter and event, only artists age 21 and over can apply. The Arts Council of Kern will also have 20 large martini glasses available for artists to paint on by invitation only. These martini glasses will be auctioned off during the event.

AWARDS:
The Artini committee will select the work for the exhibition from submissions and will determine the award winners.

ELIGIBILITY:
Original artwork only, completed within the last two years, and not previously shown at the ACK. The ACK reserves the right to refuse works judged unsuitable or with unusual request.

ENTRY APPLICATION:
All artists should complete entry and notification forms with all information requested. A non-refundable fee of $15 per entry, with 3 entries maximum, is required, payable to the Arts Council of Kern. 

ARTWORK IMAGES:
Samples of artwork may be submitted in either digital or photographic format, as per the guidelines below. If you would like your work samples returned to you, please enclose a self-addressed stamped envelope. 
DIGITAL:
Please submit a CD or an e-mail attachment containing images in *.jpg format (300 dpi minimum). Be sure to indicate the titles of every piece, including medium, dimensions, and year completed. If submitting a CD, please label it with your name.

PHOTOGRAPHIC:
Please submit photographs no smaller than 3x5 and no larger than 8x11.

DELIVERY OF WORK:
All submissions are due in the gallery by August 14, 2008. After notification that work has been accepted, it must be hand delivered or shipped to the ACK no later than August 27, 2008. All shipped work must arrive prepaid and return shipping is the responsibility of the artist, as is shipping insurance.

SALES:
ALL works submitted must be for sale. A commission of 50% on all sales will benefit the arts and education programs that the non-profit Arts Council of Kern provides. Work will be sold at the price listed on the entry form. Artist will receive payment for work sold with one month after the close of the exhibition. The sale prices must be reasonable and in line with the artist’s previous sales. For assistance with pricing, please contact the Arts Council of Kern. The auctioned martini glasses will begin at $100, with artists receiving 50% of the final sale, less to cost of the glass. Art that is not sold during the event night (Sept. 5) will be displayed in the Younger Gallery until sold or October 15, 2008.

PREPARATION OF WORK:
All work should be labeled and ready for installation with the proper hanging devices attached and special instructions included. Two-dimensional work must be gallery-wrapped or framed, must not exceed 60” and is the responsibility of the artist. Sculpture, including base, should not exceed 72” or 120lbs. 

LIABILITY:
The ACK insurance covers art only while the work is at the event or in our gallery. Work is covered for the percentage due to the artist upon sale. The Art Council of Kern will not accept responsibility for loss or damage during transit. Submission of the entry form serves as an agreement to the conditions in this prospectus. 

ARTWORK PICK-UP:
Please pick up work or arranged prepaid shipping by Oct 17, 2008. Work that remains at the ACK beyond the pick up date of Oct. 17, 2008 is subject to a storage fee.
