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FREQUENTLY ASKED QUESTIONS

1. How do I register?  Please fill out the “Registration Form” on the mail Arts Council of Kern Webpage: www.kernarts.org. Then mail it in, or deliver to the Arts Council at 2000 K Street, Suite 110, Bakersfield, CA 93301. 

2. When will I get my t-shirt? T-shirts will be available at the Younger Gallery Sculpture Garden on the morning of the event – May 15. If they are available before that, you will be notified by email.

3. What if I don’t have a team? Each individual must register on their own, so don’t sweat it – you will have and meet friends at the walk. We do however encourage the camaraderie of teams and are looking forward to seeing the creative ways that groups unite with clothing and flair.

4. What if I don’t want a t-shirt? That’s ok… individuals who pay just the $5 walker fee- in advance of the event – will still have access to all of the great benefits downtown on May 15th. All walkers will be given a plastic wristband for entry to events, galleries and museums. 

5. How will you know that I paid? Each walker will need to check in on the morning of May 15th to get a wristband for entry to events, galleries, and museums.

6. How can I add flair or decorate my shirt or shoes? Decorating your shirt of shoes are just a suggestion, however, we will be awarding spontaneous prizes for the     “best ____” on the day of the event. We will be offering a “how to decorate your shoes” class on Saturday May 8 at Caffeine Supreme (2000 F Street – Corner of 20th and F) from 10:00am to Noon. (A perfect time for coffee). 7. Are children free? We hope that all children will accompany their guardian during this exciting morning of cultural events. Children under 2 are free. Walkers may participate for as little as $5 without a t-shirt. The $10 fee, paid in advance of the event date, includes a t-shirt.

8. Is this a race? No, the Walk for the Arts, Bakersfield is a noncompetitive walking ramble at your own pace through the cultural venues and past the musicians and artists along the route. It is a 5K distance and driving to your favorite destinations is acceptable. In fact, the DBA Trolley is going to be circling downtown on that day and we would love to hear about your experience using it. 9. The nonprofit that I want to get walking pledges for is not a registered nonprofit, what do I do? You can call them and ask them to register, you can walk for the Arts Council of Kern, or you may choose another nonprofit to walk for from the list of currently registered nonprofits. 

10. The nonprofit I work for does not have an arts program for its clients. Can we register anyway? You are encouraged to register as walkers to support the arts programs of other nonprofits. Only arts organizations and organizations with arts programs or a need for arts materials may register for walker pledges. 

11. My organization is not a 501(c)(3), tax-exempt organization, may we register anyway? Yes you may. We are hoping that as many groups as possible will benefit from this event. 

12. How does my organization use this community event as a fundraiser? First, register your organization by using the online registration form on www.kernarts.org. Then encourage your co-workers and friends of your organization to register. As they register they will be asked what organization they would like to get pledges for – they may choose your organization off of the list of registered orgs. All pledges should be submitted to the organization contact listed before the walk on May 15th. 

13. What prizes are available? These have not been finalized but some ideas that we have tossed around are: Best Decorated Stroller, Umbrella/Parasol, Best Team Unification Flair, Best Tennis Shoe. We want to see you and your friends getting creative.
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
