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Resource Guide

The contents of this guide are designed to assist the contestant in understanding the basic principles
in maneuvering a vehicle through Elementary Student Loading Escort, Elementary Student Loading
Wheelchair, and Parallel Parking. Following the correct procedure will assist in the development of
safe driving habits, and the successful completion of each event.

Note: The procedures outlined in the guide are not allisive; the contestant may require additional négqines
to perfect an individual event. The contestant ghbacome thoroughly familiar with the requiremeot®ach
event. A positive attitude, determination, and pcacof precise procedures for each event aredlgerigredients

Glossary of Terms

1. Aligning the Vehicle. Position the vehicle so it is parallel to the grdueference. The driver’s view
through the mirror system should show the edgeody lof the vehicle and the ground reference as two
parallel lines (no wedge or pie-shape view).

Depth Perception.The ability to judge distance between two objects.

Full Lock Left. The turning of the steering wheel to the left stepstop.

Full Lock Right. The turning of the steering wheel to the right stepstop.

Parallel. Extending in the same direction, as in two linegjidistant, and not meeting.

Realigning Vehicle.Returning the vehicle to the original parallel piosi.

Use of Mirrors

Five-Count Mirror Procedure

The five-count mirror procedure is a method of gsimrrors to recognize and

avoid problem objects. There are specific roademivthat require a contestant to demonstrateitieeGount
Mirror Procedure. If the contestant fails to chéok mirrors during such event, points will be deddc
accordingly. The contestant will be required to destrate correct mirror checks in the following retge

Some motorists
may mistake a hand gesture as a signal for tiegunoceed. The pupils must cross the roadway letwe
the contestant and tlfiont of the bus, never behind you or to the rear of the bus

Check the pupil’'s wheelchair for compliance with CCRSection 1293(g)krakes restraining belf and
batteriesif so equipped). Make sure that the wheelchair pvidperly fit on the lift platform. If the
wheelchair is equipped with the vehicle transpatabption, locate the four securement points. €hes
securement points should be labeled with a hoolbsym

When the lift is at ground level, manually back trteeelchair onto the lift so that the pupil facesward
and is as close to the vehicle as possible witlmetference with the lift. While the wheelchair is
entering or exiting the lift and at all times whda the lift, the electric power should be offtie power
is off, make sure that either the wheelchair's mgears are locked or the independent brake syistem
locked.

Secure the brakes of the wheelchair and use tkéydadlt on the lift, if the lift is so equipped.the
wheelchair is electric powered, turn off the powatthe controls or the joystick.

Instruct the pupil to keep hands on his/her lafglgaway from the lift, make sure that the liffesty or
toe guard is operating properly.

Inform the pupil the lift will be moving, prior tmoving the lift.

Stand to the side of the lift with one hand firrhiglding the wheelchaand the other hand operating the
lift controls. Always keep a secure grip the wheelchair at all times while it is on the.lEto not stand
under or infront of the lift when it is being raised or lowedre

Once the lift has reached the level of the velfloler, release the wheelch&irakes and check the
clearance between the pupil’s head and the topediift door opening

Manually (including powered wheelchairs) move thgipoff the lift and insidehe vehicle.

The contestant will lock the wheelchhirakes.

Note: If the contestant isnable to lock the wheelchair brakes from the exterof the vehicle the
contestant wilstand balanced on the lift platforrvith one hand firmly holding the wheelchair and th
other hand operating the lift controls. Always keefirm grip on the wheelchair at all times whitds on
the lift, and proceed to step #17.

Enter the vehicle, unlock the wheelchair brakesrande the pupil off the lift and insidbe vehicle to
the wheelchair securement position.

The contestant will secure the wheelchair securéneyrices or fasteners accordiegdistrict or
company policy following the manufacturer’s instions.

Note The contestant must ensure the tie doaresfastened with no major twists, the tensiomisto
loose and not to tight, and no objects come inaxnwith securement devices from the floor to ide t
down point. The lap and shoulder restraint systhail e secured as recommended by the manufacturer.

Secure the lift, place the lift cover over the &ift recommended by the manufacturer. The contesithnt
close and secure the lift door.

Sit down in the driver’s seat and fasten the didveeat belt.

Restart the enginéccount for all pupils before moving the bus.

Place the transmission in gear and release théngdokake.

The contestant will check the traffic and the darmpmes by using all mirror&ive Count Mirror
Procedurg before movinghe bus; activate the left-side turn signal lighntsl, when it is safe to do so,
pull into the flow of traffic; cancel the left-sidarn signal lights and stop.

GENERAL INFORMATION

CONTESTANTS:
It is suggested, though not required, that eachestemt compete in at least one local Roadeo, baisatie
State Sectional Roadeo, prior to attending theeSSattional Roadeo.

Contestants may participate in the “Type A”, “TyBg, or “Special Needs” category. The number of
contestants shall be determined as follows:

1. INDIVIDUAL COMPETITION:

All school bus carriers may entemaited number of contestants in Type A, Type B, pe&al Needs
State competition. Additionally, a bonus systemdacarrier terminal with more than 150 buses will
apply for additional contestants’ eligibility:

1 to 6 school buses per separate terminal (3) rivers

Carrier Terminal:
A carrier terminal is defined as follows:
A facility where school buses are housed overrégiat dispatched for school transportation purposes.

Note: It is understood that larger carriers may have ntbae one terminal. For example, if L.A.
Unified School District has five separate terminddat house and dispatch their buses, the above
formula would apply to each terminal. This woulsloeapply to private contractors.

2. TEAM COMPETITION:

Any organization may enter their contestants omteaTeams may consist of Type A, Type B, or
Special Needs drivers (based on three (3) driversgam). For example, 12 drivers would allow for
four (4) teams, 15 drivers for five (5) teams, diach team member will automatically qualify for
individual competition. There is no requiremerdtttrivers from any operation be entered for team
competition.

3. CONTESTANT ELIGIBILITY:

To be eligible for competition, a contestant shald a valid California School Bus Certificate fhe
type of school bus driven during the competitiomald California Commercial Drivers License of the
appropriate class, and a current medical carthelfriver is required to possess a first aid caudh
card must also be in the immediate possessionamnend. All documents shall be in the driver's
possession, and will be verified by the C.H.P. ohé¢ day of the Roadeo.

A Roadeo contestant must be sponsored by their priany school bus employer. All contestant
applicant’s primary employers shall verify primary employment of the contestant applicant and
carrier fleet requirements as required on the Roade Entry Application.

APPLICANTS SPONSORED BY SECONDARY SCHOOL BUS DRIVERMPLOYERS ARE
INELIGIBLE FOR ROADEO COMPETITION.

Only the first place team from each Sectional Roag#l be invited to participate in the championsiioadeo
to determine the State Team Champion. All team beesmwill also compete for individual awards.
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TYPES and SIZES of BUSES USED:

Type A: All Transit style buses. Conventibhuses over 29 feet in length.
Type B: Conventional and Van buses 29 deetunder in length.
Special Needs: Wheel Chair lift equipped buses.

All buses will be separated in competition. Eventl be set up based on the length of the bus,
measuring the distance between the bumpers andedun the nearest foot.

ALL BUSES WILL BE MEASURED AT THE START LINE.
All buses used in competition must qualify as atiied California School Bus, and must comply with

State Roadeo regulations regarding equipment guel tyNo special equipment, such as see through
doors, proximity warning devices, etc., will be ipéted for competition.

ALL BACK WINDOWS
SHALL BE COVERED WITH NON-TRANSPARENT MATERIALS.

THE DRIVER
IS RESPONSIBLE FOR SUPPLYING THIS MATERIAL

ROADEO REGULATIONS:

Contestants are expected to bring and drive their louses. An organization should bring at least on
bus for each three contestantdNO MORE THAN THREE CONTESTANTS FROM ONE
OPERATION/DIVISION MAY DRIVE THE SAME BUS. Contestants may be assigned an
available bus, from a common pool if available.

Contestants using the same bus must pace themselalsw the last contestant using the bus time to
complete the course by the close of the day.

At the State Roadeo Committee’s directioh, DRIVER STILL WAITING TO DRIVE A
SPECIFIC BUS AT THE CLOSE OF THE DAY WILL BE ASSIGN ED ANOTHER BUS OR BE
DISQUALIFIED.

Any bus that is brought to the Roadeo to be usembinpetition must also be made available for other
drivers to use during the day once the driversgassi that bus have finished (unless excused by the
Roadeo Committee Chairperson).

It is understood that elementary students are on th bus from the time the bus leaves the starting
line, and the drivers must conduct themselves acadingly. In all events, the doors must remain
closed unless the rules of an event require the doim be opened.

When all contestants have completed competitiotheir organization’s buses, please remove pink
card from the front bumper indicating that the Bugvailable for drivers from other organizatioos t
use. Contestants who wish to drive another bug wmai$ until all drivers from that organization teav
completed competition. All arrangements to usedlaroorganization’s bus must be administered under
the direction of the State Roadeo Committee.
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DISQUALIFICATIONS:

Any of the following may result in disqualificatioof the contestant, and possible disqualificatibn o
their operation.

Any misconduct on the part of any participant cgcptor such as the following:

a. Unprofessional behavior.

b. Speeding and / or unsafe driving.

C. Use of any drugs.

d. Use of any alcohol in or around a school bus.

Any contestant who knowingly accepts signals fratyome may be disqualified.

All spectators and contestants will be requiredtsty a minimum of 50 feet from the perimeter
of each event.

Any special markings of any kind found on a bug trauld be used to aid a contestant in any
event will disqualify that driver and any other testant using that bus prior to discovery of the
markings.

Failure to maintain proper driving position (i.eased firmly in the driver's seat, hands on the
wheel, etc.) will disqualify the driver.

Contestants will not be allowed to put his / headheut the window.
Modification of the driver's seat in any way, otithen the manufactures’ standard, that could
aid the driver in any way, will disqualify that derr, and may disqualify any other contestant

using that bus prior to the discovery.

Any bus being used for competition should have onirors that are normally used during the
normal daily route.

Any contestant who competes with a bus that isavailable for other contestants to use, if
needed, will be disqualified. (See Roadeo Reguatfor further information).

Failure to report to start line within 5 minutes afinouncement of contestant’'s name will
disqualify the driver.

The State Roadeo Committee Will Make The Final Detenination On Any Disqualification.
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LEGAL VIOLATIONS:

1. Failure to have headlights on during competition.

2. Failure to wear a properly fitted seat belt dutting competition.

3. Doors will remain closed during competition unléss rules of the event require the doors to
be open

4, No smoking will be allowed during the competitiohilg on the course.

5. No eating or drinking will be permitted while oretbourse.

Failure to follow any of these rules will resulttime contestant being disqualified from the evemind
which the violation occurred. The judge will ngtithe contestant when this happens, which event is
affected, and will give contestant an opportunitycorrect the problem before proceeding to the next
event.

DRIVING COURSE AND SCORING CONCERNS:

For scoring purposes, the base of the barrierdl iavants will not be considered part of the batrrie
Located at the finish line will be a representatirem the Roadeo Committee. This individual will
determine if any recalled interference or probldfacted the competitor. If interference identifi@dd

the occurrence affected the competitor's scorééngvent mentioned, a determination will be made as
to whether a re-run will be allowed. If a re-ringranted, a member of the Roadeo Committee shall
escort the competitor directly to the event invdlve The representative’s determination shall be
deemed final.

GENERAL RULES AND POLICIES:

1. Contestants shall not be judges at a State SetRmaaleo.

2. Contestant must check their buses out before egtehie driving course and inform State
Officials or Head Judges of any equipment not wagkproperly (i.e., turn signals, crossover
lights, headlights, etc).

3. Each contestant will be required to produce a vatitiool Bus Drivers Certificate for the type
of bus to driven on the coursBlo Exceptions!

4, There is to be no smoking on any bus from the tyme enter the orientation bus until your
competition is over.

5. No radios or phones will be allowed to be operatéile driving on the course or while the
written test is being administered. (AM, FM, 2-w&B, cellular telephone, etc.)

6. Unsafe operation can result in disqualification.

7. Contestants must maintain proper driving positiod &ave seat belts snugly fastened at all
times. Drivers shall not put their head out ofwWiedows at any time during an event.

8. Failure to turn on headlights or fasten seat veltsresult in disqualification only for the event
you are in, or have just completed. In all evetitg, bus door must remain closed unless the
rules of the event require the door to be openetheodriver is requested to open the door by a
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Roadeo Official. A judge shall notify you so thatcorrection can be made prior to the next
event.

9. Bus measurement cards are not to be changed aiteg bhecked by the measurement crew.
Any change in the card without permission of theasuging crew or the Roadeo Committee
could result in disqualification of the bus and dilvers who have already driverEACH
CONTESTANT SHALL VERIFY THE MEASUREMENT CARD PRIOR TO
ENTERING THE COURSE.

10. If more than one driver is using your bus, havertbgt driver ready to go onto the course as
soon as the bus is available.

11. Contestants may not ask any judge for specificescfor any event, including the finish line!
12. A Roadeo official will be stationed at the finishd. Upon completion of the driving course,
each contestant will have the opportunity to retapcerns about the driving course to the

Roadeo Official. All concerns about driving evasues will be resolved at that time.

13. Drinking alcoholic beverages of any type is not penitted on the course by ANYONE.

Place yourself close enough to the event to seingcareas, but far enough away so you are not
distracting the driver.

Keep from using hand gestures that confuse or gendrong message to the driver. (Some
events, such as offset alley, have judges holdhe@mtimber of fingers that demonstrate how many
alley-arms were hit. This system works, just beeftd not to confuse the people around you.)

Do not walk along with the bus as it moves throtlghevent. This is very distracting to the
contestant.

Be aware that the bus windows might be open andrilier might hear your comments regarding
their scoring.

In any of the events, if the barrier is hit, stbp bus before they knock the barrier completely.ove
Refer to the bus measurement sheet for directinrfgshere” to measure on different buses and
how to use the measuring device.

Listen for the horn and for the setting of brakedétermine that the driver is finished.

On the score sheets simply put a checi}next to the appropriate demerit. DO NOT

END OF ROADEQO:

Make sure you have signed the judges sheet vegifyaur participation. This is used when
scoring for the Best Represented award.

Make sure you receive your Roadeo Pin, before gaud the event at the end of the day. Besides
the sunburn; wet shorts and lost hats...
