California Lost Fishing Gear Recovery Project 
Seeing gulls or pelicans with fishing hooks in their mouths or fishing line wrapped around their legs is an all too common 
sight on California beaches. Thanks to the SeaDoc Society, a marine ecosystem health program of the UC Davis Wildlife 
Health Center, these types of injuries soon should be reduced. 
  
SeaDoc has started a yearlong effort to remove discarded fishing hooks and line from pier pilings, and establish fishing-
line recycling stations on the piers, called the California Lost Fishing Gear Recovery Project.  It is an effort to make the 
coastal ocean safer for wildlife as well as people.   
  
In March, ECOSLO and SeaDoc installed two custom bins at the Avila Beach pier to encourage anglers to discard their 
unwanted hooks and line in the bin instead of into the water. Collected monofilament will be recycled.  Special thanks 
goes to Chevron for sponsoring ECOSLO’s efforts on this project. 
  
Cleanups will take place in March through June 2007 on piers in these locations: Santa Cruz, Monterey, Avila, Goleta, 
Santa Monica, Manhattan Beach, Redondo Beach, San Pedro, Seal Beach, Huntington Beach, Newport Beach, San 
Clemente, Oceanside, Ocean Beach in San Diego and Imperial Beach. 
  
The $200,000 California Lost Fishing Gear Recovery Project is funded by the National Fish and Wildlife Foundation and 
the Marine Debris Program of the National Oceanic and Atmospheric Administration (NOAA). The project was established 
with grants from those organizations and by the California Ocean Protection Council and State Coastal Conservancy.
