For most of my life chronos time has
been my master and | have missed scores of special moments - birthdays, anniversaries, family
gatherings - in service to thislittle god.

However, athough | still walk too fast, time has a different meaning to me now. In recent
years |’ ve been increasingly aware that the only time there is, is NOW and the only life we have
isour response to the now. When | accepted Christ as my Saviour it was a sacred moment. My
wedding day was a sacred moment. When | held Isabelle Whitley’s hand as she died, when |
watched my grandson take his first steps, when people allow me to share their laughter and their
tears, | am being blessed with what the Greeks' called “chairos’ time, and it is in these mo-
ments that | am fully alive.

There is time and then there is time, and it is important to know the difference! Since

It seems pointless. It is more important to enjoy the moment. Likewise, my brother and | used
to talk about golfing outings next year, but now | get to Texas when | can so that we can simply
be present to one another.

Friends,
let us seize the moment and vow to measure our time together by the number of dreams we cast,
the amount of hope that we give, the number of hearts we mend, and the invitations we offer to
others to accept Christ and to come and see what He isdoing at SPPC. As people, let this be the
day when we do business with our Living God, and as a people, let us come together and serve
Chrigt asif there will be no tomorrow!
