One of the benefits of having interim pastorsisthat we pretty much all tend to
seek a balance in planning worship between what the congregation is “used to doing” and just
enough change in the pattern, in the flow, or in the selection of music, so that worship remains
fresh and alive. Installed pastors can do this, of course, and many do; it’ sjust that interims are
trained to be more intentional about this aspect of congregational |eadership and people more open
toitin atime of transition. Y our Worship and Music Committee has been most cooperative in con-
sidering the suggestions | have made regarding the flow of worship in the time of our shared minis-
try. They have not accepted all my suggestions, which is appropriate; their task (by assignment of
the Book of Order and the Session here) isto plan the worship, in cooperation with the pastor.

Y ou, as one who comes to South Park to worship God, are invited to thoughtfully respond to
worship. What helps you be in touch with God? What is distracting? Realizing that answersto
these and similar questions will vary from person to person and time to time, you are invited to be
in touch with the Worship and Music Committee. From the music to the ways and frequency of
celebration of the sacraments to the banners and other decorations, to the use of movement and art
within the sanctuary, they are the ones (with the pastor) who are responsible for hel ping the congre-
gation worship.
