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Last night our Session received- with gratitude- the final report from our
Long Range Planning Committee. Session had empowered this committee to
help us dream together and develop a vision of what SPPC should look like
in the future. Without vision God's people will perish. We know this from
Scripture and we also know that, in an organizational sense, visions are achieved through shared
values and energizing goals. Knowing this, the LRPC sought to involve as many of you as pos-
sible in their discerning and dreaming process. They did some dreaming themselves, visited
each of our standing committees and asked them to dream as well, invited church leaders and
others to attend a meeting where the attendees could share their dreams for SPPC; and finally,
the LRPC submitted their final report to Session. Based on your input and a lot of prayerful
discernment, the LRPC has recommended a number of specific goas within 7 Core Vaue
groupings.

CORE VALUE #1.... WELCOMING

One of our goalsisto be more intentional in welcoming and integrating new members and visi-
tors. Thiswill entail greater focus, new signage, and greater handicap accessibility.

CORE VALUE #2.... SPIRITUAL GROWTH

We cannot grow numerically unless we grow spiritualy, and with that in mind, we are seeking
to expand our Bible literacy, our small group ministries, and invest in spiritual retreats and
weekends.

CORE VALUE #3.... YOUTH

To insure that our youth are integrated more fully into our ministries and our life together, we
will implement youth service projects, involve youth in worship services, develop a praise wor-
ship service, and expand our retreats and mission trips.
