Stewardship is… knowing that our  stuff is actually God’s stuff- 
 It is knowing that we are simply “stewards” of all that He has entrusted us with 
 We were not born owning anything- 
  we will not take anything with us when we die- 
  and in between, God has called us to be faithful 
   stewards of His “stuff.”  
 Therefore, giving to God should never be a struggle, and 

  God- or the church of God- is not trying to get what is rightfully ours. 
Stewardship is borne out of love… and love demands generosity. 

 If you know a couple that is truly in love, 
   you know that you could not keep them from giving to one another. 
 They will do anything to make one another happy… 
   and go to any length to meet one another’s needs. 
 Therefore, if we do not have a deep and abiding love for God, 
   any conversation about “stewardship”  is pointless. 

Stewardship is a personal response to God 
but remember that giving is the key to real freedom and lasting joy. 
We get r ich when we trust God and, in giving, we feel like millionaires.  
This is not my opinion- it is a Biblical fact and a spiritual truth. 
Go out and try to find an unhappy giver- you won’ t be able to- 

so give as a matter of self-interest if you must. 
I know that many of you would like to give more than you’ re currently giving. 
So, let me suggest that you take small, but measured and positive steps toward your goal. 

 Think in terms of percentages rather than dollar amounts 
  because percentage giving increases the likelihood 

that your giving will grow each and every year. 
 Assume, for instance, that you’ re earning $500 per week, and 
  that you would faint if we asked you to give $50 to the church 
   because you have only been giving $10 per week for years. 
 Well, the good news is this: 
  you don’ t have to give $50 or be stuck at $10 (which is 2%)! 
 Instead, make a vow to give 3% now, then 4%, then 5%, and 
  as you experience the joy that comes from generous giving, 
   you will come to know what stewardship is… first-hand. 
Take a deep personal inventory of where you stand when it comes to giving, and 
 prayerfully consider what would be faithful for you. 
 
I have not talked about budgets here because stewardship is a theological matter. 
However, even a cursory look at our church budget 
 shows that we are rapidly nearing some decision points 
We need more people giving, greater giving from those who are, more building use 

income, the grace to speak the truth in love, and 
 the courage to live by faith!

 I  believe that the 6 Great Ends of the 
Church can transform SPPC- if we get a 
hold on what they mean and trust in God 
as we live them out.
